      Establish guidelines and rules for the computer

      Familiarize yourself with programs your child is using

      Consider internet filters and blocks

      Place computer in a common room, where supervision is possible

      Become familiar with who your child is chatting with 

      Reinforce that people are not always who they say they are when they chat online.

      Stress to your child not to give out any personal information
