Thank you 

 

Attention Parents 
 

It is extremely important that pick-up notes, 

early dismissal notes, doctor appointment 

notes, permission notes for your child to attend 

an afterschool activity come to school with 

your child and be given to the teacher by 9 

AM.  Notes should not be written by the 

student, but by the parent with the parentôs 

signature.  Call-ins during the day should be 

reserved for emergency purposes only. 

 

This process was put into place for the safety 

of the student, and so that all necessary 

personnel know where your child should be at 

the end of the day.  Students tend to get very 

anxious at the end of the day if their ñnormalò 

routine is changed. They can forget that they 

were a pick-up that day or that they were to 

stay after, etc.  The last minute call at dismissal 

to confirm parent permission holds the bus up 

from leaving on time.   

 

The school has a procedure that works quite 

well if all the ñpartsò are in place.  Notes go to 

the teacher, come down to the office, are 

recorded as to a pick-up, early pick-up, bus 

change, latchkey, or staying after for 

something, and returned to the teacher.

It is the policy of the Wolcott Board of Education that students identified in grade 4,6, and 8 at Level One (Intervention 

Level) in Language Arts and/or Mathematics on the CMT Test Scores must take part in either: 

 

a. The Wolcott Summer Studies Program CMT skills offering; or 

b. The completion of an agreed upon portfolio of activities to be determined by local administration.

Another Step Forward for Alcottôs 

Second Step Program 

 
 The Second Step Program at Alcott School 

is designed to reduce impulsive, high-risk, and 

aggressive behaviors; and increase children's social-

emotional competence and other protective factors.  

Second Step is implemented by all classroom 

teachers at Alcott, from preschool to grade five 

throughout the year.  Group discussion, modeling, 

coaching, and practice are used to increase students' 

social competence, risk assessment, decision-

making ability, self-regulation, and positive goal 

setting. The programôs lesson content varies by 

grade level and is organized into three skill-

building units.  Many teachers at Alcott have been 

implementing the Empathy component thus far.   

 

Empathy means identifying and 

understanding othersô feelings in order to be a more 

caring person.  Caring about others gives us a 

reason to want to solve problems so that others are 

not hurt.  Here are some things parents can do to 

help their children share their feelings: 

 

1. Listening: Children and adults can 

understand others better just by improving 

their listening skills.  Listening means not 

criticizing what the other person is saying 

and not giving advice unless the person 

talking requests it. 

 

2. Recognizing and acknowledging othersô 
feelings: It is important to listen to your 

childôs feelings, even if you disagree with 

those feelings.  Encourage your child to 

talk about their feelings.  Practicing 

recognizing clues associated with oneôs 

own feelings eventually helps children 

predict and understand othersô feelings. 

 

3. ñI feelò messages: An ñI feelò message lets 
children know exactly how their behavior 

affects you.  Children will be able to use 

their listening skills if we communicate 

our feeling through ñI feelò messages.  

Overtime, children may become more 

skilled at using this skill to express their 

own feelings.  If we use ñI feelò messages, 

children are less likely to feel attacked and 

more likely to listen and change their 

behavior. A ñyouò message (i.e. ñYou are 

so lazyò) will usually cause a child to 

argue as opposed to an ñI feelò message 

(i.e. ñI donôt like being ignored, I feel 

angry when the house is a mess).  ñI feelò 

messages are not meant to replace the way 

a family communicates; rather, these are 

additional tools that can help children 

understand language used in a non-

blaming way to express feelings.

25 Ways Parents can Read with Children 

(Continuation from last month) 

 

6.     Give your child a wide range of experiences, 

which are the foundation for understanding 

what a child reads.  Take your child on 

picnics, visits to the zoo or trips to a nearby 

park.  A child who has seen and touched a 

sheep, for example, will learn the words 

sheep, wool and of baa. 

 

7.     Relax your familyôs bedtime rules-sometimes 

            Remember how hard it was to put away a 

good book just because it was bedtime?  

Once a week, let your child know he/she can 

stay up as late as he wantsðas long as he/she 

is reading in bed.  (Your child probably will 

fall asleep soon anyway.) 

 

8.     Look for unusual places for your daily 

reading time with your child.  Here are some 

suggestions: 

 

  Read outside under a shady tree, in a 

sandbox, in a hammock or at a nearby 

park. 

 Toss a sheet over a clothesline or table to 

create a reading hideaway. 

 Keep a book in your glove compartment 

for long road trips, traffic delays or those 

times when you get stuck in the bank line. 

 Spread a blanket on the floor.  Have an 

indoor reading picnic. 

 

9.    Have a family contest to determine ñThe   

Most Unusual Place I Ever Read.ò  Take 

pictures of family members in their favorite 

reading hideaways. 

 

10.   Schedule time to read aloud.  In some  

families, when everyone says, ñOh, DEAR, 

that doesnôt mean somethingôs gone wrong.  

Instead, theyôve agreed to Drop Everything 

And Read.  During DEAR time, the 

television set goes off.  The telephone goes 

unanswered.  And everyone sits down for 

some uninterrupted reading time.  

 

11.    Squeeze reading into a busy day.  You can  

 include reading during:  

 

 Breakfast ï read the cereal box, milk 

carton, or a book. 

 Bathtub time ï good read-aloud time. 

 Car time ï Try recording a favorite book 

during one of your regular story hours, 

then play it in the car.

12. The Eisenhower interstate system requires that one mile in every five must be straight.  These straight
