The Science of Scientology?
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“If you want to make a little money, write a book, if you want to make a lot of money, then start a religion”.  This is a quote by a Lafayette Ronald Hubbard, also known as L. Ron Hubbard, who started a religion which consists of aliens, body souls, and half truths.
