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It is interesting how often the greatest artists are the ones that no one has heard of—as is usually  the case with those who explore and portray the darker aspects of the human nature and collective life.  Sometimes people have a hard time understanding that “dark” is not synonymous with “evil,” and it hinders their judgment of such things.  
Timothy Lantz is an amazing artist that specializes in digital collage.  Digital collage is the use of a program (such as Photoshop) to distort and enhance pictures, then layer them with computer-generated artistic elements to create an image of astonishing depth.  

Lantz is one of very few people with the ability to create a work of art that can truly touch one’s soul.  His colors, though dark, are pleasantly vibrant; the darker quality adding a sense of mystery to his works.  His creations are manipulated so that each work can reach somebody in a different way, playing upon different aspects of his/her subconscious thought.  

The right side of the human brain speaks in pictures, rather than words.  The left side is vice versa.  The combination of both does not obliterate the ability to communicate in pictures the things that do not come in words, but rather masks it.  Pictures do not seem to properly “fit in” with our literate, mathematical lifestyle; and therein lies the importance of figures like Timothy Lantz, who can unlock those unspoken things buried deep within us all, which do not seem to have a place in this world of our creation.  

Often times, the art that means the most to us is that which unnerves us, while still retaining the essence of unearthly beauty, for wont for a better phrase.  And few mere mortals can accomplish such a thing.  Lantz is one of them.
