A  Month-To-Month Guide for Senior, College-Bound Students
August/September

· Register for October/November/December or January SAT/ACT and SAT Subject Tests.
· Be sure certain senior courses meet graduation/college entrance requirements.
· Make an appointment to see your WHS counselor to review your high school transcript.
· Finalize your college list.
· Consider deadlines for Early Decision (ED) admissions.
· Check on-line for application materials.
· Request teacher recommendations.
· Work on/complete college essay(s).
October

· Submit transcript request forms 
· Sit for SAT/ACT or SAT Subject Tests.
· Complete Transcript request forms.
· Provide teachers with addressed/stamped envelopes for their recommendations.
· Work on the completion of college applications.
· Request that the College Board or ACT send test scores to all colleges on your finalized college list to which you will apply (refer to www.college board.com or www.act.org).
· Be aware of each college’s Early Decision (ED) and Early Action (EA) deadlines.
· Colleges will create an applicant’s file upon receiving any piece of information on a student (example:  application, letter of recommendation, high school transcript, etc.).
· Attend college “Open House” Programs.
· Parents and Students: attend Financial Aid Night 10/14/09 at 6pm and College Planning Night 10/08/08 at 6:15pm.
November 

· Sit for SAT/ACT or SAT Subject Tests.
· Submit transcript request form(s) to Wolcott High School guidance secretary for each college to which you will be applying to.  
· Research sources of private scholarships provided by the college and those found in the guidance office at Wolcott High School.
· Request that the College Board or ACT send test scores to all colleges on your finalized college list to which you will apply (collegeboard.com or act.org). 

· Complete CSS Profile (financial aid form) for those colleges requesting it (see collegeboard.com for list).

December

· Sit for SAT/ACT or SAT Subject Tests.
· Complete all college applications and college essays.
· Be aware of all application deadlines.
· Request that the College Board or ACT send test scores to all colleges on your finalized college list to which you will apply (www.collegeboard.com or www.act.org).
· Check deadlines for submitting college applications and financial aid forms.
January

· Sit for (if necessary) final SAT test(s).
· Be sure Wolcott High School guidance office is aware of where you have applied to college.  Mid-year grades are forwarded on a transcript to the colleges to which you have applied.
· Complete and submit your college financial aid application.
· Complete and submit your Free Application For Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

February
· Sit for (if necessary) final ACT test.
· Apply for available scholarships.
· Check for deadlines and sign up for Advanced Placement (AP) tests.
March

· College acceptances, denials, and wait-listed responses begin to arrive.
· Notify your guidance counselor or all acceptances, denials, and wait-listings.
April

· Attend all college open house programs for new students.
· Schedule an appointment for college-required placement tests.
· Review college acceptance and financial aid offers with parents and school counselor.
· Make final decision (deposits are usually required by May 1-Be aware of deposit deadlines).
· Notify your school counselor of your final college decision.
· Reminder:  Colleges receive a copy of your final transcript at the end of the school year.  Continue to work hard on your studies until the end of the year.

May

· May 1st – National Candidate Reply date – College deposits due – Students may not submit deposits to more than one college/university.
· Sit for Advanced Placement exams.
· Request final transcript release form from the guidance office.
· Notify the guidance secretary of your school-of-choice so that a final transcript can be forwarded at the end of the school year.

June
· Notify the college-of-choice of any private scholarship awards.
· Graduation  -  “Best Wishes”!
