Parent Checklist

Grade 9

___ Become familiarized with the school calendar.  It is important that you are aware of the dates that each quarter ends for report cards and for progress reports, as well as the exam dates. 
___ Attend the Freshman Orientation with your child held at the school in late August.

___ Check your child’s schedule and contact his/her school counselor with any concerns.  

___ Read and review the school rules and regulations located in the school handbook, which will be distributed at the beginning of the school year (pay particular attention to the attendance policy).
___ Become acquainted with the school website www.wolcottps.org 
___ Attend parent/teacher conferences in October. 

___ Read and discuss interim progress reports and report cards with your child. 
___ Discuss tenth grade course selections and review course descriptions carefully in the student course-of-study handbook.

Grade 10

___ Check your child’s schedule. 

___ Read and discuss interim progress reports and report cards with your child.

___ Discuss taking the PSATs in October (this test is recommended for selected sophomores-call your child’s counselor if you have any questions).
___ Attend parent/teacher conferences in October. 

___ Discuss eleventh grade course selections, checking graduation requirements carefully.
Grade 11

___ Check your child’s schedule.
___ Attend parent/teacher conferences in October, as well as college planning nights.

___ Encourage your child to register for College Board Tests (PSAT in October, the SAT and/or SAT Subject Exam in the spring).  

___   Explore if the ACT is something your child would benefit from taking (consult with their school counselor).   

___  Schedule an appointment with your child’s counselor concerning college planning. 

___ If your child is in an Advanced Placement class, consult with his/her teacher regarding taking the AP Exam. 

___ Discuss twelfth grade course selections with your child, carefully noting graduation and college admission requirements.
Grade 12

___ Review your child’s schedule, carefully noting graduation and college admission requirements.
___ Remind your child to make an appointment with his/her counselor to solidify post high school plans. 

___ Attend Financial Aid Night and begin the financial aid process.
___ Attend area college fairs.   
___ Be sure your child checks the college application procedures, deadlines, testing requirements and scholarship deadlines. 

___ Visit universities, colleges/vocational schools as necessary. 

___ Complete and file all necessary documents for financial aid, noting deadlines that may differ from college application deadlines. (FAFSA’s deadline is usually February 1st for the senior year).
