Junior year is the time to assist students with their goals for the future.  Counselors will be conducting individual interviews with each junior student in the spring.  Future plans will be discussed and informational packets will be handed out. 
Going to College

If your junior is planning to attend college after graduation, encourage him/her to:
· take the PSAT (Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test) in October

· make plans to visit colleges and attend college fairs during the year and summer

· keep involved in extracurricular activities in school and community
· utilize the Career Center and Guidance Office

· take SAT I in the spring and SAT II if needed

Career Choices

Encourage your student to visit the Career Center, take a variety of courses, visit the Guidance Office, discuss career choices with teachers, coaches, counselors and other employees in specific jobs, and evaluate abilities, strengths, weaknesses, and interests.

Going to Work

Your student may choose to enter the work force immediately after high school.  Helpful suggestions for them to follow are:

· take appropriate elective vocational courses

· take the Work Readiness course

· explore apprenticeship programs and technical training opportunities

· gain experience filling out job applications and going through job interviews

· seek part-time work
