Getting Started

· Encourage your student to be positive about school.

· Encourage your student to become involved in extra-curricular activities, clubs, or sports in school and in the community. 

Promote Study Skills

· Encourage your student to use the Tracker that was handed out the first day of school for daily assignments and prioritizing long-term assignments.

· Encourage your student to schedule a place and time to do homework and to study.  

· Remember, despite what your student says, homework is not only written assignments, it is also re-read, review, and re-write. 

Academic Support

· Attend Parent/Teacher Open House Nights

· Contact individual teachers if concerns arise. Call the main office and leave a number where the teacher can reach you when he/she is not in class.  

· Encourage your student to use the Instructional Center for tutorial assistance and to seek extra help from classroom teachers. 

Communications

· Communication is paramount to your student’s success at Wolcott High School.  Please do not hesitate to call or email the appropriate school personnel about your concerns.  

· Talk to your student’s teachers regarding classroom/academic issues. 

· Talk to your student’s guidance counselor regarding personal/social/academic concerns as they affect his/her school performance.  

· Report cards are mailed quarterly. 

· Interim reports are issued during each marking period to students experiencing academic or attendance difficulties.  These require parent signatures and must be returned to the issuing teacher.
