This emotional and psychological immaturity will be the unintentional result of an educational system that forces students to focus on the importance of each individual teacher’s curriculum. Establish mandatory limits on homework, and the number of projects assigned in a semester.  By doing this you might actually find that class averages actually go up and student morale improves!
