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What is writing workshop?

· A 45-60 minute block of writing when students work at his/her own pace to develop a written piece of work.

Components of writing workshop:

· Connection provides an opportunity for the teacher to connect previous learning to the lesson for today

· Mini-lesson provides an opportunity for the teacher to explicitly model what the students will be doing during independent writing time.
· Active engagement provides an opportunity for the student to turn and talk to a partner explaining what he/she will be doing during independent writing time.

· Link provides an opportunity for the teacher to link the mini-lesson to daily writing.
· Independent/guided writing in small groups provides the students with the opportunity to practice what has been explicitly modeled during the lesson either independently or with the teacher.
· Conference provides the student with one-to-one or small group writing instruction that reinforces the lesson.  The teacher may also use to time to address an area of weakness that is evident in the student’s previous writing samples.
· Share provides the teacher or student with the opportunity to highlight a particular student that has effectively applied the skill taught during the mini-lesson in his/her writing.
· Publishing provides the student with the opportunity to complete the writing process by revising and editing a chosen piece.
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
